1. When should begin using the new codes?

a. Whenever I am good and ready to use them.

b. For episodes beginning before Oct.1, use the 2007 codes for the RAP and the EOE.

c. For episodes beginning on or after Oct. 1,  use the 2008 codes for the RAP and the EOE

d. Both b and c

2. Upon admission, on 10/31/07, Mrs. Luke reports that she had surgery to remove ‘some cancer in her stomach’.  What code will be used?

a. Cannot determine without more information.  The admitting nurse should call the physician to obtain report and get specifics.  

b. The admitting nurse should use the code 200.60 ALCL, unspecified site, extranodal and solid organ sites.
c. The admitting nurse should use the code 200.68 ALCL, lymph nodes of multiple sites.

3. The correct coding for hyperglycemia NOS would be
a. Code the diabetes first as 250.00, then use the additional code 790.20 to identify the manifestation as hyperglycemia.

b. Hyperglycemia NOS is not coded as a manifestation of diabetes, therefore, use only 790.29

c. Both a and b

4. The physician calls you to discuss Mrs. Lia.  It has been determined that she has low levels of plasma cortisol despite high levels of plasma ACTH.  The physician states that he is stumped and asks if you have ideas.

5. You are admitting a 76 y/o man.  He has the diagnosis of Alzheimer’s.  During the assessment the patient’s wife is helping to answer questions and perform the ADLs necessary.  The wife states she might have to get ‘that little pill’, hide it in a Reese’s cup and give it to him.  She states ‘that little pill’ (Risperdal) makes him easier to manage, he doesn’t hit quite as much or quite as hard.  What is the correct code to use? 
a. 331.0

b. 331.0 and 294.11

c. 331.0, 294.11 and  294.10

6. You are performing an admission on a 65 y/o man, Mr. Daniels who had a serious illness.  Prior to starting the assessment you asked if it would be alright to turn down the TV as Mr. Daniels could not hear your questions.  Throughout the assessment Mr. Daniels asks for questions to be repeated, he yells for his wife to make the dog stop barking and cannot seem to follow directions when given in a series.  During the respiratory assessment you ask if he has any problems with coughing and he states, “No, I love it, drink it all day long!  No cream or sugar, just black.” The correct code to choose for Mr. Daniels hearing issue may be:
a. 315.34 Speech and language developmental delay due to hearing loss.

b. 388.45 Acquired auditory processing disorder (head injury or severe illness)

c. 389.05 Conductive hearing loss, unilateral

7. Sally Sloppy, RN is training Lucy Lazy, RN all about coding. The first patient they will see has been referred for home health nursing and physical therapy due to a total knee replacement. The patient reports her pain as an 8 on a scale of 1-10 (with 10 being the most severe) and states that she has not found anything to relieve the pain.  Sally and Lucy decide that pain management will be the focus of care. To properly code Sally and Lucy will need to select which of the following?
a. V57.1 for Physical Therapy

b. 996.77
c. V54.81
d. Sally tells Lucy to just open the book to the ortho section and pick a code.  Nobody knows what all of this stuff means anyway.

8. Under current coding rules an infection due to vascular device, implant or graft is coded 996.62.  Coding rules will change in October 2008.  Select the correct changes.
a. In 2008, code 996.62 will be used for any type of infection.

b. In 2008, 996.62 will exclude an infection due to central venous catheter, Hickman catheter, PICC, triple lumen catheter.  

c. Prior to coding the infection you will need to determine the organisms causing the infection.
